This is the time where you learn to pack your gear, what you REALLY need, break 
in your new boots, and strengthen your legs and body.  These trips and hikes are critical.  
It is our experience that scouts and parents who participate have much less injuries, are 
less sore from day-to-day, and have a more enjoyable, safe trip.  We will be including 
these trips on our troop schedule sometime soon after the first of the year. They will 
continue till we leave.
